bottles at Waste Water and several other tasks I have forgotten.

Had I not assisted the lone remaining PW employee, the City would have faced a serious water
quality problem. I am an approved Volunteer and Volunteer Firefighter so I can and do help when
necessary. There are binders full of Ordinances and Resolutions that define how things are legally
done and I do my best to follow those rules.

I have an open-door policy and go out of my way to be available to counsel with anyone who
wishes to meet with me. I've developed aweekly open-door meeting policy I call ‘Coffee With the
Mayor scheduled every Wednesday at City Hall from noon til 2:00pmn.

I also publish a monthly Newsletter that addresses City business and other issues affecting the
citizens of the City of Powers.
